Applications for performance in Dance, Music, Poetry, Liturgists, etc….are now being accepted for the 2012 “Art is Alive in Surprise” Art Festival in Surprise, AZ.  

The Show

The “Art is Alive in Surprise” Art Festival will be held for two days on Saturday, March 31st, and Sunday April 1st, 2012 at 15960 N. Bullard Avenue at the Field of Dreams Park surrounding the grassy area behind the Library and around the lake.  The Art is Alive in Surprise will feature 100 artist’s booths, performance’s by local dancers, musicians, liturgists, a student art exhibit, making tiles for a community mural, artist’s demonstrations, and food and drink from local restaurants.  The Festival is expecting several thousand people attending from all over the Northwest Valley.  
Selection Process

Performers will be selected by a jury comprised of the Festival Director, City Arts and Cultural Board and a peer performer jurist.  Jury selections will be based upon materials submitted with the application and on past performances well known in the area.  The jury will look for professionalism, originality, creativity, and suitability of materials for the “Art is Alive in Surprise” Art Festival.

FEES

Performing Space

A 24’ x 20’ stage with electricity will be available for the performances.  The audience will be on sitting in their own lawn chairs in the surround grassy area.  Artist’s booths and demonstrations will be on the perimeter of the stage.  There will be a room for costume changing and performer’s prep before they show.
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All equipment for the performance must be provided by the performing artists: musical instruments, sound equipment, props, music and music players……etc.
